b. Engagement is a form of commitment from both parties who have agreed to 

get married by giving a gold ring to the woman 

c. Berinai is a procession tonight for the second bride. This activity is carried 

out one or two days before the wedding 

d. Solemnization is the most sacred event in the custom of marriage because 

this is the surrender of obligations and responsibilities from the father of the 

woman to her husband 

e. The wedding and others.  

All of the tools and rules should be prepared and done by Malay, but there is 

different Malay custom that is found in some territories. Thus, there are some rules 

are not done by them because of the difference of the territory, and still most of the 

malay people in Bengkalis do not know philosophy of Bengkalis Malay Wedding. 

The making of this video aims to promote Bengkalis Malay wedding not only 

for international tourists but also for people from other cultures. Therefore, this 

video will facilitate people’s knowledge or insight about Bengkalis Malay wedding.
